Topic: e-learning: knowledge management (e-content; e-tutor; e-platform; e-social networks) 
Programme: Lifelong Learning Programme  |Erasmus | Intensive Programme (IP) 
Draft dates: The project will take place 4-19 June 2012 in IPS_ESE in Santarém (near Lisbon)
Team: Each partner is expected to provide 5 students and 1 teacher from their own institution.
Accommodation: and subsistence costs of students and teachers are fully covered by the project. 
75% of travel expenses will be covered by the project.
The students will learn new methodologies on digital frameworks and will work in groups to create international projects. Besides they will share an international classroom environment and participate many cultural activities (visiting historical places, experiencing a new culture)
 

 

Brief info about the project: 
 

Summary: The project “e-learning: knowledge management (e-content; e-tutor; e-platform;e-social networks)” aims to promote collaboration and cooperation between teachers and students in the areas of education and e-learning, leading to the exchange of knowledge and sharing with other countries. Thus, the project's main objective is to create, implement, use and reinforce skills in educative technology, resorting to spaces with mobility (real and virtual) that facilitate lifelong learning, having the primary aim the promotion of emerging environments constituents of good practices in e-learning, social networking, online presentations, virtual worlds and their potential pedagogical and open access to knowledge.
 

The primary aim is building a space for sharing of content in e-learning format. This objective thus involves the development of Web tools for governance, management and monitoring of e-students, e-teachers, e-tutors and e-contents in this model of teaching. Also requires the adaptation and (re) construction of a platform [e-Raízes.Redes] from the Moodle LMS. The e-contents will be available in several languages (English, Portuguese ...) and will be developed by specialist teachers on a voluntary regime. This IP compromises to develop and promote e-learning at the level of Higher Education (HE), through design, modification and adaptation of Curriculum Units (CU) of the current format (in person) to the e-learning format. Students and teachers involved will work together. It is expected that at the end of IP students and teachers are able, and feel motivated, to prepare and attend a course using e-learning. The expected results are dependent of teachers so that they understand the changes required in moving from a classroom format for e-learning and what tools are available as assistant means and how they can be used in the learning environment. Of students it is expected to be able to motivate them to attend distance education courses and that they understand the dynamics associated with a course of this nature. It is also hoped that they understand the need for autonomous, collaborative and social work. That they also learn to research and share relevant and credible information. And that they realize what resources they have at their disposal to do quality Work.
