	Voronezh State University (VSU) is one of the largest and oldest scientific and educational centres of Russia. It was founded in 1918. 
VSU offers academic programmes at all levels including bachelor, master, graduate and post-graduate courses, post-doctoral studies, as well as continued learning. About 21,000 students including 1000 foreign students are taught by 1,700 academic staff, including 292 professors. 	VSU International Cooperation infrastructure
	The overall support in international activities successful implementation by all the VSU faculties and departments is provided by Regional Information Centre for Scientific and Technological Cooperation with EU that was established at Voronezh State University in 2005. The Faculty of Romano-Germanic Philology is a nationally and internationally recognized center for training specialists in the theory and practice of intercultural communication. It is comprised of 11 departments, two research centers, a phonetic laboratory equipped with modern technology, a video room, and several computer and multimedia laboratories. At the faculty there are four language learning centers that were established in collaboration with universities and embassies of Germany, France, Italy, and Spain.

The faculty has been striving towards creating a system of multilevel education, including pre-university, Bachelor’s, Master’s and Specialist degree programs, post-graduate and post-doctoral programs and professional development courses. The Faculty of Geography, Geoecology and Tourism was established in 1934 on the base of the VSU and for this moment comprised of 4 departments: Natural Environment Management, Socio-Economic Geography and Regional Studies, Geo-Ecology and Environmental Studies, Physical Geography and Landscaping and Recreational geography, regional geography and tourism.
