 Autonomous and self administrated (by 
constitution)

 Funding completely dependent on the Ministry, 
e.g.
 Cannot hire administrative personnel or faculty 

members (καθηγητζσ) without the permission of the 
Ministry

 Can hire research personnel (through the Research 
Committee)

 Advantages-Disadvantages

 Democracy

 Difficulty in taking decisions (large body, political 
interventions usually by the students i.e. the political 
parties) 



Financial management

 Three bodies

 Accountant office

 Research committee

 “University Company”

 Makes financial management difficult and non 
flexible thus inefficient



Accountant office

 Manages the public funds (only)

 Operates under “strict” legislation for public 
bodies (δημόςιο λογιςτικό)

 Not flexible often resulting in loss of available 
funds

 Subjected to control (prior and after expenditures) 
which may result to rejection of expenditures





The Research Committee and the 
Research Account

 The foundation of the research committees in the 
beginning of the 80s gave a boost to research 
activities of the Greek Universities

 Although it is a (kind) of public body it has some 
flexibility (e.g. can hire personnel, can manage 
private funding)

 Still it is subjected to restrictions (e.g. cannot 
allocate funds to purposes other than supporting 
research)



University company

 The most flexible of all bodies as it operates under 
rules similar to those of private companies

 However it does not has significant financial 
resources
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
